
Morning Session: Analyzing textbook samples

	Guiding questions (answer for each sample):
1. How do we teach diverse classrooms of students the history of 9/11 and the War on Terror in a sophisticated, critical, and thoughtful way? 
2. How do we deal with our own biases and conclusions about history when teaching in order to create a productive learning environment? 
3. How do we include our own personal and professional experiences in an enriching way?



Specific questions (answer for each particular sample):

Sample 1A: The American Vision (2010), Ch. 31, Section 2: The War on Terrorism Begins (p. 1036 - 1039 only)
1. What is one strength and/or one weakness of this sample?
2. Students are instructed to create a “Causes of Terrorism” graphic organizer while reading (p.1036 sidebar). Create a similar graphic organizer based on information you find in the reading. Do you find anything you included problematic? What is missing? 
3. What is your reaction to the definition of terrorism on p. 1038? What else might students need to consider after encountering this definition?
4. On p.1038, the text reads, “...most terrorist attacks on Americans since WWII have been carried out by Middle Eastern groups.” Is that accurate? 
5. Consider the definition of “state-sponsored terrorism” on p. 1039. What do you think of this definition?

[bookmark: _GoBack]Sample 1B: The American Vision (2010), Ch. 31, Section 3: The Invasion of Iraq (p. 1042 - 1045 only)
1. What is one strength and/or one weakness of this sample?
2. How is the military’s role in Afghanistan introduced on p.1042 and in the photos on p.1043?
3. How is the textbook framing the issue of Weapons of Mass Destruction (WMD)? Be sure to note the text under “Oct., 2004” in the timeline at the bottom on p.1045.
4. Make a list of topics missing from the treatment of Afghanistan and WMD in this section. What additional information would students need to help them form sophisticated and critical understandings of U.S. relations with Afghanistan and Iraq?


Sample 2: World History: Patterns of Interaction (McDougal Littell) - Ch. 36, Section 4: Terrorism (p. 1087 - 1092)
1. What is one strength and/or one weakness of this sample?
2. How does the definition of terrorism in this textbook compare with samples 1A and 1B? What is accomplished by presenting terrorism as a global phenomenon (p. 1089)?
3. Note the “International terrorist attacks” chart on p.1089. What information may be missing from this chart? How would you complicate this chart for students? 
4. Compare the photos and language about 9/11 (p. 1090 - 1091) to those in Sample 1A (p. 1036 - 1037). What do you notice?
5. Look at the section 4 assessment questions on p. 1092. What questions do you find useful for students? Why? What questions are missing?
